Dinner
and drinks will be available. Will only accept service animals.

If one attempts to enter a Warming Center, please work to connect the minor
youth to 211 for a warm hand-off. 211 has a special protocol to connect unaccompanied minors to local
Runaway & Homeless Youth (RHY) providers in Connecticut that operate minor shelter beds.
